2009 Rules of Golf Quiz — Part 1

There are a total of thirty-five questions: 20 trueffalse and 15 muitiple-choice. The 20
true/false should be done without outside material help. The 15 multiple-choice may be done
using outside material help. Outside material help is defined as The Rules of Golf 2008-2009
book, Decisions on the Rules of Golf 2008-2009 book, or any other notes that you have.
There is one answer sheet, with one side for the true/false and one side for the multiple-
choice. When finished, please mail the answer sheet back to the CGA or the CWGA. Make
sure your name is on the answer sheet. Please keep the test and mark on it your answers for
the trueffalse and multiple-choice sections. The correct answers will be mailed to you. Take
the test within the spirit of Rule 8-1 as though it were a golf tournament for individuals
participating without caddies. The pace-of-play time for the test is one hour. There are no
local rules in effect unless specifically mentioned.

Questions 1 through 20 are True or False and worth 2 points apiece. No outside
materials should be used.

1. Through the green is all ground of the competition course including hazards on
the hole being played.

2. If a competitor is disqualified from a primarily handicap competition for

playing off a higher handicap than he was entitled to, he may still claim the
gross prize. ' ‘

3. The footprint of a .burrowilig ‘animal, reptile or bird is considered an
irregularity of the surface from which there is relief without penalty.

4. Unless the use of golf carts is specifically pfohibited in the conditions of
competition, a player may use a golf cart in the competition.

S. A player is permitted to bend a branch of a tree with his hands‘ in order to get
under a tree to play a ball; this constitutes fairly taking a stance.

6. A competitor took relief from a lateral water hazard, dropped a ball in a wrong
place (three club-lengths from where the original ball last crossed the hazard
margin) and played it; his total penalty is three strokes.

7. A player removes a broken tee touching his ball on the putting green causing
the ball to move; there is a penalty of one stroke and the ball must be replaced.

8. A ball is deemed lost as soon as a player drops a ball under stroke and distance,
even if he searched only briefly, and the original ball was found within the five-
minute search period before he made a stroke at the dropped ball.
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9. In Match Play, a player may concede a hole to his opponent at any time prior to

the start or conclusion of that hole.

A wrong ball includes another player's ball, an abandoned ball, and the
player's original ball when it is no longer in play.

The margin of a water hazard extends vertically downward, but not upwards.

The Committee may not allow players to practice on the competition course
between rounds when play is scheduled over consecutive days in stroke play.

A player makes a practice swing and accidentally moves his ball in play with
his club; he has not made a stroke and incurs no penalty.

Sand and loose soil are loose impediments on the putting green only.

A boundary fence gate, when open, is part of the boundary fence and may not
be closed to play a stroke.

In taking relief from a lateral water hazard, a player may drop within two club
lengths of where the ball last crossed the margin of the hazard, return to the
previous spot, or drop on the line of flight, all with a one stroke penalty.

A player’s ball has come to rest behind a divot that is not completely detached;
he may remove the divot or press it down before playing his stroke.

Dustin incurs a two-stroke penalty if he asks Pete, his fellow competitor, the
location of the hole on the putting green.

A ball incorrectly dropped in a wrong place, but not played, may be lifted
without penalty and dropped in accordance with the Rules.

A fellow-competitor may not assist a competitor in removing a large loose
impediment.
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
